Turn system on by using the red switch on the power strip

To reboot

-Press both A’s and Control at the same time

-Go to Program

-Then render in (top left, the monitor button with lines in it)

-Go back to switcher

-Project file

-Drag color bars to top of screen

When red lights are flashing on the controller, hit Assem (red button) for Assemble video, audio and control track all at once. Or using Video insert and/or Audio insert button(s).

Find out what everything is under (1,2,3,4,DV1, DV2) before recording

To record


-Press record and play at the same time

30 seconds color bars

30 seconds black

10 seconds slate

2 seconds black

When done with the first 1:12


-Hit all stop on deck (blue button)

-Reset time

-Enter In

Switch to Player on the controller

Make sure switcher is on #1 on main and monitors (top)

Push play to find a sentence/area you like

Enter in at the beginning of the sentence/area you like

Enter out at the end of the sentence/area you like

Press preview to see what you just edited 

Press edit start (red button) so you can add more cuts

To add audio or video over clips already recorded
Usually, it makes sense to Enter In and Enter Out on the Recorder, then Enter In on the player.

When making music video, it is usually done with audio first (Assemble the audio to recorder), then Insert Video over the audio.
